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Physical Distancing Procedures

» ©6-feet of physical distancing must be maintained in research buildings.
Exceptions include short duration events such as using elevators, passing
others in hallways, and using the stairs.

« All personnel must wear the hospital-issued masks onsite, except when
eating/drinking.

« Masks must be worn in the lab/core, common areas and other locations that
are used of frequented by other people.

« Physical distancing signage must be followed in areas such as elevators for
occupancy, lab bays, ARCH, and procedure rooms.

« Homemade masks may not be worn once onsite.
